New Roof and Kitchen: In July a new roof was installed over the kitchen. It no longer rains inside the 
building!

RECTOR’S RAMBLE 
(continued…) 
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PUBLIC AUCTION 
 

 All Saints will host our first Public Auction in over 20 years on Saturday, October 20th at 6:30.  This is 
not our traditional Service Auction, which we hold in the spring, but another type of auction.  The Service 
Auction is only for All Saints Parishioners, while the Public Auction is for the general public.  The 2007 
Budget needs $9,000 from Fundraising to balance.  To date, we have done a great job and raised $3,400.  
The additional $5,600 must come from this Public Auction, the Church Fair (November 17th) and other 
sources which the Parishioners need to think of.  So that means, we are praying for $2,800 each from the 
Auction and also from the Fair – both quite within the realms of possibility -- IF we all work at it. 
 
 We have engaged the services of Kelley Auctions in Holbrook www.kelleyauctions.net.  Marge Kelley 
has met with members of the Auction Committee and will guide us in what we need to do.  They receive 
25% of profits, plus $350 for the Auctioneer.  The Town of Whitman requires a licensed Auctioneer.  We 
will need people to help in the following ways: 
1. Get donations of items, gift certificates, etc. from local merchants (We will generate a list so that the 
same merchants are not asked for the Auction and for the Church Fair) 
2. Donate good quality items themselves (see paragraph 3) 
3. Advertise in newspapers, radio, cable, fliers, word of mouth 
4. Bake for the food table (cookies, brownies, breads, etc.) 
5. Sell food that night (we can sell – kitchen or not – hot dogs, chips, coffee, tonic, tuna or chicken sand-
wiches, etc.) 
Work that night as runners, registration, checkout 
 
 There is a signup sheet in the Parish Hall for you. 
 
 When donating items, Ms Kelley suggests the following:  We need good quality items, which should sell 
for at least $10.  No rummage sale or yard sale items, no cracks or chips, no sewing machines, teacups, 
typewriters, computers, TVs, VCRs broken bikes, suitcases, books which are not “special”, clothing which 
is not “special”.  (Example:  antique or specially autographed books ok, paperbacks or standard novels not 
ok; Patriots Jackets ok, old shirts not ok).  Large furniture is ok.  Antiques and collectibles are super.  Gift 
Certificates and theme baskets are excellent.  Ask yourself, “Would I pay $10 or more for this?”  If you 
have things that you just cannot hang onto now, bring them to Church and we will find a place (there’s not 
many) for them.  But, we would prefer to have the donations arrive 2 weeks before the event.  If you have 
something really special, we can take a digital photo of it to email to Kelley and they will post it on their 
website.  They have a large following and will attract a good crowd, especially, if the buyers can see some 
of the best items on the website. 
 
 Kelley Auctions will help us by giving us a section on their website on which there will be photos of some 
of our best items to be sold.  She will even give us things herself.   Once again, remember the motto of the 
Shakers, “Hands to work, and hearts to God.”

7. Work at the various tables – food, bake, raffle, crafts, jewelry, books, children’s crafts, attic treas-
 ures. 
 
 There is a signup sheet in the Parish Hall for you. 
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As of the end of June, the parish is doing well with pledge payments.  Overall, based on 25 weeks in the 
first 6 months, payments stand at 98% of the amount pledged.  Many pledges are on schedule.  A few 
pledges have been paid through the end of the year, helping to balance some that are behind.  If you are 
behind your planned payment amount, please bring your pledge up to date as we enter the busy fall season.

The Stewardship Corner 
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H ello all, and welcome back from your summer! It’s great to play and frolic in 
the hot summer sun, and get sand ‘twixt your toes, but to me, it’s always refreshing 

to see a beautiful New England Autumn right around the corner. Colors start to explode, the air turns crisp, 
there’s a rustle underfoot as the leaves collect all about. People seem to take a deep breath and dive into 
their routines that had paused for them back in June, things like school, job schedules, church involve-
ment...things like that. 
 
For my family and I, we start thinking about our annual apple picking adventure. We started this way back 
when the kids were very young, I think maybe Lauren was five, and Sean was a newbie, around a year old. 
We pack some snacks and pile into the van with anyone else who’s around—Sue’s mom and sister, and 
her family, maybe some of their childhood friends—and we’d head for the apple groves of western Massa-
chusetts, or maybe one on the North Shore, or maybe New Hampshire.

As time 
marched onward, and our lives became more complicated, and family moved on to lives elsewhere, we 
never missed a year in the groves. Even now, with everyone spread all over, talk of the apple picking trip 
starts to become a topic of conversation. This one single day of the year has grown to be such a strong 
bonding thing for our kids, Sue, and myself. It never mattered what was going on, we would pause it all for 
this one Saturday, and our time in the groves. This is one lesson from God about the love of family that is 
not missed with us. Let lives become complicated; they’re going to anyhow, no matter what you do. But 
never forget to spend a few moments with family, doing these simple little things you love. The cords that 
bind you to each other become stronger than steel cables that hold up bridges. 
 
Enough of my apple-picking tangent...I intended to use The Fish Net to talk a little bit about the infamous 
“All Saints Parish Sign” project. If you’ve driven past, or come to church within the last couple of weeks, 
you might have tripped over the new structure, jutting majestically from the lawn, reaching skyward.
